I suppose I am not the first one to tell you this, but the newest contest appears to be a little flawed; it is just a variation of the diagonal fence problem. You can easily make a diagonal fence in a 16 x 16 grid (your maximum) using 8 of the pieces, and put the other 4 pieces in the two corners. Thus, everyone entering the contest will get 98 units per side.

Am I correct in this assumption?
